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Semicilon-delimited CSV-format 
 

 The file refers to balances as at the accounting date and is a daily service. 
 The file is semicolon (;) separated. 
 Amount fields: the decimal character must always be a comma (,) and is only written if 

there are decimals. The amount is written without a sign if it is positive and with a minus 
sign if it is negative. 

 The account number is entered without the clearing number and is not filled out with 
zeroes.  

 The business organisation number is only delivered for Swedish accounts. For other 
countries, this field is left blank. 

 The opening value date balance is only delivered for Swedish accounts. For other 
countries, this field is left blank.
